Dear Shareholders,

| extend a very warm welcome to each one of you to the 15th Annual
General Meeting of your Bank. During past couple of years, banking
industry is passing through challenging times, with asset quality
deterioration, capital constraints and frauds, resulting in pressure on
profitability. Half of the Public Sector Banks have been placed under
Prompt Corrective Action (PCA) by RBI. All these challenges and the
governance issues have dealt a significant blow to the banking sector.
In the realm of current happenings, it has been a challenging task to
lead your Bank and to come up to the expectations of not only the
Government of India which has entrusted me with the responsibility
to lead this Institution but also the numerous customers who have
undoubtedly continued to support Bank of Maharashtra in these
challenging times.

Today, India is seen as the fastest growing economy recording a
quarterly growth rate of 7.20% p.a. for December 2017 against
China’s 6.80%. At nominal GDP of US $ 2.6 Trillion, India is the sixth
largest economy after US, China, Japan, Germany & U.K. In terms of
purchasing power parity, we are the third largest economy with GDP of
US $ 9.5 Trillion. Bouncing back from the twin mega setbacks received
from demonetization and GST implementation; growth is picking up
fast and soon poised to attain 7.40% in FY 2018-19.

Manufacturing sector is back on track and private investment is also
showing signs of pick-up. Inflation is also within the expected range.
In the ease of doing business, India has improved its ranking from 138
to 100, in terms of business friendliness, as perceived by the World
Bank.

Government is also taking all steps to make this growth egalitarian in
nature with all the sectors becoming part and parcel of India's growth
story. A series of measures have been announced by the Government
for the benefit of agriculture and rural sectors and for ensuring a
healthy India. Banking sector is also expected to be on its feet with the
capital support program announced last year. The credit growth which

was at its lowest in the past 61 years is expected to improve to 10%
based on increased domestic demand.

Let me now place before you some of the key features about your
Bank’s performance for the year ended 31st March 2018. This is an
important occasion, giving us an opportunity to revisit past 12 months
and look ahead to our future plans.

Performance of your Bank during 2017-18.

All institutions have had their ups and downs and Bank of Maharashtra
is no exception. Bank has registered loss during financial year 2017-
18, owing to significantly high provisioning on account of increase in
NPAs. My view is that, adversity brings about positive changes and
provides an opportunity to have a re-look at age old processes and
systems. It questions the way things are being done and catalyses
the thought process for bringing about quick changes in the light of
fast changing operating environment. This is precisely the reason for
various new initiatives which have been introduced during 2017-18.

Your Bank has also received capital support from Government and
is expected to be back in profit soon under the guidance of RBI
and Government’s reform program. In order to overcome present
challenges, Bank had embarked upon strategies, i.e. aggressive NPA
recovery, augmenting CASA and rebalancing of advances in favour of
retail portfolio. | hope with joint efforts of all, Mahabank will become
customer focused profitable Bank.

Your Bank has a branch network of 1846 branches of which 1043
branches are located in rural and semi urban areas. Bank has PAN
India presence in all states. Bank has also ATM network of 1864. Bank
has committed and dedicated work force of 12932.

In keeping with the low credit off take and focus on retail loans, Bank
has continued to contain the cost of deposit. The share of CASA
deposit at 47.74% is one of the best in the Industry. The total reduction
in NPAs by a way of recovery, upgradation, and write off has increased
from Rs.2316 Crore in 2016-17 to Rs.4490 Crore in 2017-18. Cash
recovery is Rs.1961 crore as compared to Rs.876 crore during 2016-
17. Your Bank has maintained adequate common Equity Tier | Capital
and total CRAR above norms. Other highlights of performance are as
under:

DIRECTORS’ REPORT

Your Directors have pleasure in presenting the Annual Report of the
Bank with the audited Balance Sheet, Profit & Loss Account and the
Report on Business and Operations for the year ended March 31,
2018.

1. MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS
1.1 Economic and Banking Scenario 2017-18:

In 2017-2018, global economic growth is estimated to have
reached 3.0 per cent, a significant acceleration compared to
growth of just 2.4 per cent in 2016-2017, and the highest rate
of global growth recorded since 2011. Labour market indicators
continue to improve in a broad spectrum of countries.

India has emerged as the fastest growing major economy in
the world as per the Central Statistics Organisation (CSO) and
International Monetary Fund (IMF) and it is expected to be one
of the top three economic powers of the world over the next 10-
15 years, backed by its strong democracy and partnerships.

India’s GDP is estimated to have increased 6.6 per cent in
2017-18 and is expected to grow 7.40 per cent in 2018-19.
Steps to abolish of Foreign Investment Promotion Board and
reforms in FDI policy have been taken to attract higher FDI.

India’s growth story remain robust despite disruptions during
this financial year like GST Implementation and Demonitization.
The bank recapitalization plan by Government of India is
expected to push credit growth in the country to 10 per cent.

1.2 Outlook for 2018-19

Global growth forecasts for 2018 and 2019 have been revised
upward by 0.2 percentage point to 3.9 percent and 4.0 percent
respectively on account of stronger activity and robust global
demand. The improvement in global economic conditions offers
greater scope for policymakers to shift from a short-term focus
that is inevitably part of coping with crises, towards addressing
longer-term challenges and eliminating deep-rooted barriers to
development.

On the domestic front, IMF has projected Indian economy to
grow at 7.4% in FY 19 and 7.8% in FY 2020, with inflation
expected to be around 4.96%. Economic activity is expected
to accelerate with the strengthening of investment activity,
supported by consumption demand and robust credit growth.
The private consumption expenditure is expected to receive a
boost from remonetisation and lower borrowing costs. Rise in
crude prices could however play a spoilsport.

Union Budget 2018 was the first budget after big-ticket economic
reforms like the Goods and Services Tax, dynamic fuel pricing
and mega PSU bank recapitalization. The various proposals
in the Union Budget 2018-19 with regards to launching of
Operation Green, doubling farmer’s income by 2022, focus
on Make-in-India products, boosting the rural economy and
affordable housing and increase in capital expenditure will act
as a catalyst for growth.

Banking sector is also expected to be benefitted by the
amendment in Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code 2016 and
the innovations in the form of massive adoption of Artificial
intelligence and Blockchain technology being undertaken by
the fintech companies.

Bank has been implementing Suo Motu non-discriminatory
and non-discretionary One Time Settlement (OTS) Schemes.
During 2017-18, the Bank introduced following such OTS
schemes:

1) “Ghar Ghar Dastak Yojana” (GGDY) was introduced
for Small NPA borrowers up to X 10 lakhs.

2) “MahaMukti — 2017-18 (A)” and “MahaMukti — 2017-
18 (B)”: These schemes were introduced for NPAs
having ledger balance above ¥ 10 lakhs up to ¥ 1 crore
and ledger balance above ¥ 1 crore up to ¥ 25 crore
respectively.

3) “Mahabank Karjmukti Yojana: an OTS scheme for
recovery in Regular Written Off (RWO) a/cs up to Rs 25
lakhs introduced in previous year was continued during
2017-18.

4) CSMSSY-2017: The Government of Maharashtra
announced a loan waiver scheme, named as
"Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj Shetkari Sanman Yojana
2017” (CSMSSY-2017) for farmers in the State of
Maharashtra. The Bank introduced a scheme for one
time settlement of Specified NPA accounts under
CSMSSY - 2017 as proposed by Government of
Maharashtra.

Resolution Agents are appointed on selective basis in case
of NPA a/cs with dues of ¥ 1.00 crore to ¥ 10.00 crore; so as
to have an early resolution. For increasing recovery in smaller
NPA accounts (up to ¥ 25 lakhs) the services of Recovery
Agents are engaged.

Bank has also made intensive follow up with the defaulting
borrowers through visits, letters, notices, Recovery Camps,
Lok Adalats, actions under SARFAESI / DRT Act. The Bank
has also initiated action under the provisions of the Insolvency
& Bankruptcy Code 2016 against various large NPA borrowers.

Inaccordance with RBI letter DBR No. BP 8756/21.04.048/2017-
18 dated April 02, 2018, the provisioning requirements in
respect of NCLT accounts is reduced from 50% of secured
portion to 40% of secured portion as of March 31, 2018.
The Bank has availed the option of dispensation available
and made provision accordingly. The remaining provision of
¥ 389.83 crore shall be made in the quarter ending 30.06.2018
in line with RBI Directives.

Bank has implemented 400 Self Update Pass Book Printer
Kiosks & 106 Bunch Note Acceptor Machines at various
locations across the Bank. The same shall be continued to
ensure fulfilment of customer requirements/satisfaction.

CBS Contract has been renewed for a period of 5 years from
01/10/2017 to 30/09/2022 with revamped CBS Front-end and
additional components viz. Automated Testing, Batch Job
Automation, On-line Training for staffs, Revenue Leakage
Monitoring etc.

Bank has tied up with BSNL for upgrading the Bandwidth of the
existing Leased Lines to 2 Mbps. As on 31/03/2018, Bandwidth
of 1329 leased lines is upgraded to 2 Mbps.

Bank is actively promoting BHIM Aadhaar Pay payment channel
and 28104 Merchants are on-boarded as on 31/03/2018.

Centralized e-Surveillance system is implemented at 240 more
ATMs taking the total count to 460 ATMs being covered under
this system; ensuring safety and security of ATMs & Customers.

Integration of SWIFT with CBS System has been done as per
RBI Timeline.

Bank under special project of DBT (Direct Benefit Transfer) had
issued 99,764 Prepaid Cards to Pune Municipal Corporation
during Apr-June 2017 Quarter for distribution to students
of which 94,510 cards are activated. In respect of Nagpur
Municipal Corporation 20,000 cards were issued of which
11,168 cards are activated.

CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

The Rural Development Centers at Hadapsar- Pune and
Bhigwan in Pune District of Maharashtra have been undertaking
various rural developmental activities for the benefit of farmers’
viz. Vermi compost, Re-development of Saline Soils, Soil
Testing etc. Bank has established Soil Testing Lab (STL)
through MARDEF Trust at RDC Bhigwan. The Soil Testing
Laboratory analyzed 5506 Soil and Water samples in the year
2017-18 and accordingly counseling was done. Farmers from
the districts of Pune, Ahmednagar, Solapur and Satara are
taking benefit of the lab.

A Trust viz. Mahabank Agricultural Research and Rural
Development Foundation (MARDEF) established by the
Bank, undertakes various projects and village improvement
programmes. MARDEF is imparting training to farmers on
various subjects in Agriculture. Trust has conducted 156 training
programmes for farmers at RDC Bhigwan and Hadapsar, which
has benefited 10753 farmers from April 2017 to March, 2018.

The Bank has established Seven Mahabank Self Employment
Training Institutes (MSETI) for providing training to rural youth
and women to enable them to acquire skills for self-employment
through small business enterprises. The Institute has seven
centers located at Pune, Nagpur, Aurangabad, Amravati
Jalna, Thane and Nasik. The Institute has so far conducted
1203 training batches & imparted training to 30307 educated
unemployed youths. The settlement rate is 70%.

Gramin Mahila Va Balak Vikas Mandal (GMVBVM), an NGO
formed by Bank of Maharashtra and National Institute of
Bank Management is actively involved in formation, nurturing,
training and ensuring linkage of SHGs to Bank Credit.

The Bank has opened Financial Literacy and Credit Counselling
Centers (FLCC) in Seven Lead Districts namely Pune, Nasik,
Aurangabad, Satara, Jalna,Thane and Palghar for creating
awareness about banking schemes. FLCCs have contacted
77141 beneficiaries during FY 2017-18.

Rural Self Employment Training Institutes (RSETIs) have
conducted 198 training batches and trained 5061 candidates
during FY 2017-18.

SLBC
also ensures holding of quarterly meetings regularly to oversee
the implementation of State Annual Credit Plans, Priority Sector
lending and Govt. sponsored schemes in the State. Apart
from regular SLBC meetings, various other meetings are also
organized by SLBC to coordinate between various member
Banks, State Government, Government Agencies, Reserve
Bank of India, NABARD and the Central Government. SLBC
coordinates a network of more than 15,400 bank branches in
the state.

Bank decides the category of each investment at the time
of acquisition and classifies the same accordingly. Shifting
of securities from one category to another, other than
shifting / transfer from HFT to AFS category, is done once
in a year with the approval of Board of Directors, at the
least of acquisition cost / book value / market value on the
date of shifting. The depreciation, if any, on such shifting is
provided for and the book value of the security is adjusted
accordingly. The transfer of securities from one category
to another is made as per permission from or guidelines
of RBI. Transfer / shifting of investments from HFT to AFS
category will be executed under exceptional circumstances,
like not being able to sell the securities within 90 days due
to tight liquidity conditions, or extreme volatility, or market
becoming unidirectional.

REPO / Reverse REPO

The Bank has adopted the Uniform Accounting Procedure
prescribed by the RBI for accounting of market Repo and
Reverse Repo transactions. Repo and Reverse Repo
transactions are treated as Collateralized Borrowing /
Lending Operations with an agreement to repurchase on the
agreed terms. Securities sold under Repo are continued to
be shown under investment and Securities purchased under
Reverse Repo are not included in investment. Outstanding
Repo / Term Repo is disclosed as borrowing and outstanding
Reverse Repo is disclosed as lending. Costs and revenues
are accounted for as interest expenditure / income, as the
case may be.

Cost of investments is determined on the basis of Weighted
Average Price method.

Interest paid for broken period / interest received for
broken period at the time of purchase / sale of fixed income
securities is treated as revenue expenditure / income.

Brokerage / incentive received at the time of investment is
deducted from the amount of investment.

Valuation of investments:

Held to Maturity:

(i) Securities under the category 'Held to Maturity' are
valued at weighted average acquisition cost. Wherever
the cost of security is higher than the face value, the
premium is amortized over the remaining period of
maturity on straight line basis. In case of investments,
where the cost price is less than the face value, the
difference is ignored.

(i) In case of investments in subsidiaries and joint
ventures permanent diminution in value is recognized
and provided for investment in RRB is valued at
carrying cost.

(iii) On sale of investments in this category (a) the net profit

is initially taken to profit and loss account and thereafter

such profit net of applicable taxes and proportionate
transfer to statutory reserve is appropriated to the

‘Capital Reserve account’; and (b) the net loss is

charged to the Profit & Loss Account.

Impairment of Assets:

Impairment losses if any, on fixed assets including revalued fixed
assets are recognized in accordance with Accounting Standard
28-Impairment of Assets issued by the ICAl and charged to
Profit & Loss Account.

Provisions Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets:

As per the Accounting Standard 29-“Provisions, Contingent
Liabilities and Contingent Assets” issued by ICAIl, the Bank
recognizes provisions only when it has a present obligation as a
result of a past event, it is probable that an outflow of resources
embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the
obligation and when a reliable estimate of the amount of the
obligation can be made.

Contingent assets are not recognized in the financial statements
since this may result in the recognition of the income that may
never be realized.

Net Profit, Provisions and Contingencies:

The Net Profit disclosed is after making the Provisions and
Contingencies which include adjustment to the value of
investments, write off of bad debts, provision for taxation
(including deferred tax), and provision for advances including
cases identified as fraud and contingencies /others.

Income Tax:

The provision for tax for the year comprises liability towards
current Income Tax, and Deferred Tax. The deferred tax asset/
liability is recognized, subject to the consideration of prudence,
taking into account the timing differences between the taxable
income and accounting income, in terms of the Accounting
Standard 22 issued by ICAI. The effect of change in tax rates
on deferred tax assets and liabilities is recognized in the Profit &
Loss Account in the period of applicability of the change.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured using the tax
rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively
enacted by the balance sheet date.

Deferred tax assets are recognized only to the extent there is
reasonable certainty that the assets can be realized in future.
In cases of unabsorbed depreciation or carried forward loss
under taxation laws, all deferred tax assets are recognized only
if there is virtual certainty of realization of such assets supported
by convincing evidence. Deferred tax assets are reviewed at
each balance sheet date and appropriately adjusted to reflect the
amount that is reasonably/ virtually certain to be realized.

Interest income on refund of Income Tax is accounted for in the
year; the order is passed by the concerned authority.

The demand raised by the Income Tax authorities including the
interest thereon is provided for when such demand is upheld in
the second appeal (i.e. by ITAT).

Earnings per Share:

The bank reports basic and diluted earnings per equity share in
accordance with the Accounting Standard (AS-20) “Earnings Per
Share” issued by ICAI. Basic Earnings per share is arrived by
dividing net profit after tax by the weighted average number of
equity shares outstanding for the period. The diluted earnings per
equity share are computed using the weighted average number
of equity shares and dilutive potential equity shares outstanding
during the period.

Diluted earnings per share reflects the potential dilution that
could occur in earnings per share if securities or other contracts
to issue equity share are exercised or converted during the
period.

specifies the mechanism to ascertain Unhedged Foreign Currency
Exposure (UFCE) and mitigate the same by pricing the exposure as
well as incremental provisioning as under —

a) Method to ascertain the amount of Unhedged Foreign

Currency Exposure (UFCE):

The amount of UFCE of the constituents is measured by
obtaining the periodical information from the clients having
exposure of Rs.10 crore and above. For this purpose, items
maturing or having cash flows over the period of next five years
only are considered. Further, items which are effective hedges,
financial hedge and / or natural hedge, of each other are set off.
(Financial hedge through a derivative contract (e.g. Forward
Cover) and Natural hedge may be considered when cash flows
arising out of the operations of the company offset the risk
arising out of the Foreign Currency Exposure. For the purpose
of computing UFCE, an exposure may be considered naturally
hedged if the offsetting exposure has the maturity/cash flow
within the same accounting year).

b) Method to estimate the extent of likely loss:

The loss to the entity in case of movement in exchange rate is
calculated using the annualised volatilities. For this purpose,
largest annual volatility seen in the rates during the period
of last ten years is taken as the movement of the rate in the

adverse direction.

c) Method to estimate the riskiness of unhedged position and
provide appropriately:

The likely loss / EBID so arrived at is taken as the base, as
per which consolidated UFCE on behalf of the constituents is
calculated, based on the model specified by the Bank. Such
exposure is subjected to additional provisioning and also
incremental capital requirement.
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Further, the pricing to such constituents is accordingly re-
priced based on the risk profile of the borrower by loading an
appropriate premium to cover the UFCE.

4. Changes in policies and procedures on Ind-AS implementation
have been prepared and approved by Board of Directors of the
Bank.

the Audit committee of the Board and Board of Directors.

6. RBI vide its press release dated 05/04/2018, deferred
implementation of Ind-AS in Bank by one year to make
necessary changes / amendments in the format of financial
statements, prescribed in the Third Schedule to Banking
Regulation Act, compatible with accounts under Ind-AS.

Report on Financial Statements:

We have audited the accompanying Financial Statements of
Bank of Maharashtra as at 31st March 2018 which comprise
the Balance Sheet as at 31st March 2018 Profit and Loss Ac-
count and the cash Flow Statement for the year ended and a
summary of significant accounting policies and Notes on Ac-
counts. Incorporated in these financial statements the return of
20 branches, and also Treasury & International Banking Divi-
sion, audited by us and 956 branches audited by branch audi-
tors & 38 branches by concurrent auditors.

The branches audited by us and those audited by other auditors
have been selected by the Bank in accordance with the guide-
lines issued to the Bank by the Reserve Bank of India. Also in-
corporated in the Balance Sheet and Profit & Loss account and
the return from 875 branches which have not been subjected to
audit. These unaudited branches account for 3.10 % per cent of
the advances, 23.91 % per cent of deposits, 13.05 % per cent
of interest income and 22.93 % per cent of interest expenses.

Management’s responsibility for the Financial Statements:

Management is responsible for the preparation of these Finan-
cial Statements in accordance with the Banking Regulation Act
1949, complying with Reserve Bank of India Guidelines issued
from time to time. This responsibility includes the design imple-
mentation and maintenance of internal control relevant to the
preparation of the financial statements that are free from mate-
rial misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Auditors’ Responsibility:

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial
statements based on our audit. We conducted our audit in ac-
cordance with the Standards on Auditing issued by the Institute
of Chartered Accountants of India. Those Standards require
that we comply with ethical requirement and plan and perform
the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the fi-
nancial statements are free from material misstatement.

An audit involves performing procedure to obtain audit evidence
about the amount and disclosures in the financial statements.
The procedure selected depends on the auditors’ judgment, in-
cluding the assessment of the risk of material misstatement of
the financial statement, whether due to fraud or error. In making
those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control
relevant to the entity’s preparation and fair presentation of the
financial statements in order to design audit procedure that are
appropriate in the circumstances but not for the purpose of ex-
ercising an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s internal
control.

Qualitative Disclosures

Credit Risk is defined as possibility of losses associated with diminution
in credit quality of borrowers or counterparties. In a bank’s portfolio,
losses stem from outright default due to inability or unwillingness of a
customer or counterparty to meet commitments in relation to lending,
trading, settlement and other financial transactions.

Organizational Structure for Credit Risk Management

Bank has comprehensive credit risk management architecture. Board
of Directors of Bank endorses its Credit Risk strategy and approves
credit risk policies. The Board has formed committees to oversee risk
management processes, procedures and systems. Risk Management
Committee (RMC) is responsible for devising policy and strategy for
credit risk management. For this purpose, committee co-ordinates
with Credit Risk Management Committee (CRMC) of Bank. CRMC is
responsible for overseeing implementation of credit risk management
framework across Bank and providing recommendations to RMC.

Policy & Strategy

Bank has been following a conservative risk philosophy. The important
aspects of risk philosophy are embodied in various policies, circulars,
guidelines etc. The business objectives and strategy of Bank are
decided taking into account profit considerations, level of various
risks faced, level of capital, market scenario and competition. Bank
is conscious of its asset quality and earnings and judiciously matches
profit maximization with risk control.

Lending & Loan Review Policy, Credit Risk Management Policy
documents define organizational structure, role and responsibilities
and, processes and tools whereby credit risks carried by Bank can
be identified, quantified and managed within framework that Bank
considers consistent with its mandate and risk appetite. The policies
prescribe various prudential and exposure limits, collateral standards,
financial benchmarks for the purpose of credit risk management. The
policy on Credit Risk Mitigation Techniques & Collateral Management
lays down details of eligible collaterals for credit risk mitigation under
Basel Il framework. The Investment Management Policy, Policy on
Exposure to Real Estate and Policy for issuance of Bank Guarantee
forms an integral part of credit risk.

Systems / Process / tools for Credit Risk Management

Credit Appraisal standards: Bank has in place proactive credit risk
management practices like consistent standard for credit origination,
maintenance and documentation for all credit exposures including off
balance sheet items. Systems of periodic reviews, periodic inspections
and collateral management systems are in place.

Exposure Limits: Credit risk limits including single / group borrower
limits, substantial exposure limits, exposure limits in respect of
sectors / industries are in place. The exposure vis-a-vis the limits are
monitored.

Credit Approval Committees: Credit Approval committees have
been constituted at various levels covering very large branches / Zonal
offices / Head Office for considering fresh / existing proposals with or
without enhancement. Bank has also setup centralized processing
cells for considering credit proposals above specified limit.

Sanctioning Powers: Bank follows a well-defined multi-layered
discretionary power structure for sanctioning of loans. Higher
sanctioning powers are delegated to sanctioning authorities for
sanctioning loans and advances to better rated customers in line with
RBI guidelines. In respect of high value loans, committee approach
is adopted.

Credit Risk Rating and Appraisal Process: Bank manages its credit
risk through continuous measuring and monitoring of risks at each
obligor (borrower) and portfolio level. Bank has in place an internal
credit risk rating framework and well established standardized credit
appraisal / approval processes. Credit risk rating enables Bank to
accurately assess risk in a credit proposition and take a decision
to accept or reject proposal based on risk appetite of Bank. It also
enables risk pricing of credit facilities for risk return trade off.

As a measure of robust credit risk management practices, Bank has in
place a framework for approval of credit risk ratings. Rating for every
borrower is reviewed at least once in a year. Credit risk rating, as a
concept, has been well internalized in Bank.

Loan review Mechanism: Objectives of Loan Review Mechanism are:
i)  To ensure that credit decisions by various authorities are in
conformity with Bank’s Lending Policy and delegated lending

To ensure that all credit facilities are reviewed / renewed well in
time so as to revise risk perception and take necessary corrective
action if necessary, immediately.

iv) To aim at achieving maintenance of standard assets quality and
up gradation in non-performing assets (NPAs) so as to have a
favourable impact on profitability of Bank through prevention /
reduction / up gradation of NPAs.

v) To assess health of credit portfolio of Bank and to apprise Top

Management about the same from time to time.

Checks and balances viz. separation of credit risk management from
credit sanctions, system of assigning credit risk rating, validation of
ratings, mechanism to price credit facilities depending on risk rating
of customer, credit audit etc. are in place. Minimum entry level rating
benchmarks are stipulated. A suitable mechanism is in place to
monitor aggregate exposure on other banks and country exposures.
A diversified credit portfolio is maintained and a system to conduct
regular analysis of portfolio so as to ensure ongoing control of credit
concentration is in place.

Loans past due and Impaired:

Regulatory guidelines are adhered to in respect of income recognition,
asset classification and provisioning. Bank considers following
categories of loans and advances as Non-performing Assets, wherein:

= Interest and/or installment of principal remain overdue for a
period of more than 90 days in respect of a Term Loan

= Account remains ‘out of order’ in respect of an Overdraft/Cash
Credit (OD/CC) for 90 days or more

. Bill remains overdue for a period of more than 90 days in case of
Bills Purchased and Discounted

= In case of agricultural advances, interest and/or installment of
principal remains overdue for 2 crop seasons (in respect of short
duration crops) & 1 crop season (in respect of long duration
crops).

. Any amount receivable that remains overdue for a period of more
than 90 days in respect of other accounts.

‘Out of Order’ status: An account is treated as ‘out of order’ if the
outstanding balance remains continuously in excess of sanctioned
limit/drawing power. In cases where outstanding balance in the
principal operating account is less than sanctioned limit/drawing
power, but there are no credits continuously for 90 days as on date
of Balance Sheet or credits are not enough to cover interest debited
during same period, these accounts are also treated as ‘out of order’.

Overdue: Any amount due to Bank under any credit facility is ‘overdue’
if it is not paid on due date fixed by Bank.

Advances against term deposits, National Savings Certificates, Indira
Vikas Patra, Kisan Vikas Patra and Life insurance policies need not
be treated as NPAs, provided adequate margin is available in the
accounts.

Bank has used solicited ratings assigned by the above approved credit
rating agencies for all eligible exposures. Bank has neither made any
discrimination among ratings assigned by these agencies nor has
restricted their usage to any particular type of exposure.

Key aspects of Bank’s External Ratings application framework are as
follows:

Bank uses ratings assigned by any of these credit rating
agencies as solicited and accepted by borrowers in line with RBI
guidelines.

Wherever available, Bank uses facility rating or bank loan rating
for risk weighting borrower’s exposures above X 5 crore. Where
issuer rating is available Bank uses such ratings unless bank
loan is specifically rated.

When a borrower is assigned a rating that maps to a risk weight
of 150%, then this rating is applied on all the unrated facilities of
the borrower and risk weighted at 150%.

RBI guidelines outline specific conditions for facilities that have
multiple ratings. In this context, lower rating, where there are two
ratings and second-lowest rating where there are two or more
ratings are used for a given facility.

While mapping/applying the ratings assigned by credit rating
agencies, Bank is guided by Regulatory guidelines.

Treatment of undrawn exposures:

As required by the regulatory norms, Bank holds capital even for
the undrawn portion of credit facilities which are not unconditionally
cancellable without prior notice by Bank, by converting such
exposures into a credit exposure equivalent based on the applicable
Credit Conversion Factor (CCF).

Qualitative Disclosures

Policies for Credit Risk Mitigation:

Bank has a Board approved policy framework for collateral
management and credit risk mitigation techniques, which include
among other aspects guidelines on acceptable types of collateral,
ongoing monitoring of collateral including frequency and basis of
valuation and application of credit risk mitigation techniques.

Collateral Management

Bank defines collateral as it is an additional security given, over
and above primary security or in substitution thereof. It serves
as an additional comfort to Bank for recovery of loans in default
situations. At times, these securities are not connected to main
business of the borrower or may not be owned by the borrower.
Bank ensures that underlying documentation for collateral
provides Bank appropriate rights over collateral or other forms
of credit enhancement including right to liquidate/retain or take
legal possession of it in a timely manner in the event of default by
counterparty.

Collateral Valuation

As stipulated by RBI guidelines, Bank uses comprehensive
approach for collateral valuation. Under this approach, Bank
reduces its exposure to counterparty when calculating its
capital requirements to the extent of risk mitigation provided by
eligible financial collateral as specified in Basel Il guidelines.
Bank also applies appropriate haircuts. Bank has also put in
place Lending Policy duly approved by Board, which lay down
the types of securities normally accepted by Bank for lending,
and administration / monitoring of such securities in order to
safeguard/protect the interest of Bank so as to minimize risk
associated with it. Both fixed and current assets obtained to
secure loans granted by Bank as per policy prescription are
subjected to valuation by outside valuers empanelled by Bank.
In respect of high value of collateral, valuation from two or more
valuers is obtained.

Description of main types of collateral taken by Bank

For computation of capital requirement for Credit Risk, Bank
recognizes only those collaterals that are considered as eligible
for risk mitigation in RBI guidelines, which are as under:

o  Cash Deposit with bank

o  Gold, including bullion and Jewellery

o  Securities issued by Central and State Governments
o Kisan Vikas Patra and National Savings Certificate

o Life Insurance Policies with a declared surrender value of
an insurance company which is regulated by the insurance
sector regulator

o  Debt securities including Certificate of Deposit rated at least
AA A1

o Units of Mutual Funds, where the investment is in
instruments mentioned above

Wherever required Bank obtains personal or corporate guarantee
as an additional comfort for mitigation of credit risk which can
be translated into a direct claim on the guarantor which is
unconditional and irrevocable. Bank also accepts guarantee
given by State / Central Government/ECGC/CGTMSE/NCGTC
as a security comfort.
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Concentrations within Credit Risk Mitigation

RBI guidelines, among its conditions for eligible credit risk
mitigants, require that there should not be a material positive
correlation between the credit quality of the counterparty and the
value of the collateral being considered. The CRM (Credit Risk
Mitigation)/ Guaranteed exposure are not subject to any market
fluctuation and these exposures are well diverse. Currently, Bank
does not have any concentration risk within credit risk mitigation.

Qualitative Disclosures:
Market Risk:

Market Risk is defined as the possibility of loss to a bank caused by
adverse movements in market variables such as interest rates, foreign
currency exchange rates, equity prices and commodity prices. Bank’s
exposure to market risk arises from domestic investments (interest related
instruments and equities) in trading book (both AFS and HFT categories),
Foreign exchange positions. Bank is not trading in commodities. The
objective of the market risk management is to minimize impact of losses
on earnings and equity arising from market risk.

Policies, strategies and processes for management of Market
Risk

Bank has put in place Board approved Investment Management Policy,
Market Risk Management Policy and Asset Liability Management
(ALM) Policy for effective management of market risk. The above
policies lay down well-defined organization structure for market risk
management functions and processes whereby market risks carried
by Bank are identified, measured, monitored and controlled within
policy framework consistent with Bank’s risk tolerance. Policies deal
with reporting framework for effective monitoring of market risk and
also set various risk limits such as Overnight Limit, Intra-day limit,
Aggregate Gap limit, Stop Loss limit, VaR limit etc. Exposure limits
are set for counterparty banks and exposures are monitored on daily
basis.
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ALM Policy deals with liquidity risk and interest rate risk management
framework. Bank has put in place mechanism of short term dynamic
liquidity management and contingency plan for liquidity management.
Prudential (Tolerance) limits are set for different residual maturity time
buckets for efficient asset liability management. Bank’s contingency
plan for liquidity management comprises various contingent measures
to deal with any kind of stress on liquidity position. Bank has put in place
Board approved Stress Testing Policy and conducts periodic stress
tests on liquidity risk, interest rate risk and foreign exchange risk.

Interest rate risk is monitored through use of Gap Analysis of rate
sensitive assets and liabilities. Bank has also put in place Duration
Gap Analysis framework for management of interest rate risk. Bank
estimates Earnings at Risk (EaR) and Modified Duration Gap (DGAP)
periodically against adverse movement in interest rate for assessing
impact on Net Interest Income (NIlI) and Economic Value of Equity
(EVE).

Asset Liability Management Committee (ALCO) / Board monitors
adherence of prudential limits fixed by Bank and determines strategy
in light of market conditions. Dealing room activities are centralized
and system is in place to monitor dealing room activities. Mid-Office
at Treasury & International Banking Department (TIBD) also monitors
adherence of prudential limits on a continuous basis.

Market Risk Management Policy - To ensure that Bank’s operations
are in line with Management expectations of return vis-a-vis market
risk, itis crucial that Bank has a defined set of principles and processes
in place for articulating how it plans to manage market risks it faces, in
Trading or Banking Book.

Bank’s Market Risk Management Policy aims to set out broad outlines
of processes by which market risks carried by Bank shall be managed
i.e. identified, measured, controlled and monitored in such a way that
risk taken is within the approved risk tolerance limits. The scope of
this policy covers market risks arising from Bank’s “Trading book” and
investment portion of “Banking book”.

Policies on management of Operational Risk:

Bank has framed Operational Risk Management Policy in line with
RBI Guidelines for Advanced Approaches for Operational Risk (TSA &
AMA). Other policies which deal with management of operational risk
are (a) Information System Security Policy, (b) Business Continuity
Planning Policy, (c) Compliance Policy, (d) Outsourcing Policy and (e)
Fraud Risk Management Policy.

Strategies and processes: Operational Risk Management process of
Bank is driven by a strong organizational culture and sound operating
procedures, involving corporate values, internal control culture,
effective internal reporting. Policies are put in place for effective
management of Operational Risk in Bank.

Bank has been constantly reviewing legal documents to ensure that
legal documents are comprehensive and enforceable. As a measure
of risk transfer, Bank has obtained insurance cover for all assets
owned by Bank. It is also ensured that assets financed by Bank are
also adequately insured, as a risk mitigation measure. The operational
risk management policy outlines organization structure and detail
processes for management of operational risk. Basic objective of
policy is to closely integrate operational risk management system into
day-to-day risk management processes of Bank by clearly assigning
roles for effectively identifying, assessing, monitoring and controlling /
mitigating operational risks and by timely reporting of operational risk
exposures including material operational losses.

There has been an increasing threat perception from Information
Technology related risks and risks from external events and hence
Bank has put in place ‘Information System Security Policy’. Business
Continuity Plan duly approved by the Board is also put in place. Training
on Key Risk Indicators (KRI) & Risk Control & Self Assessment (RCSA)
is given to the officers of the concerned functional departments on an
ongoing basis.

Operational risks in Bank are managed through comprehensive and
well-articulated internal control framework.

Approach adopted for capital charge computation for operational
risk:

Bank is following Basic Indicator Approach (BIA) for calculating capital
charge for Operational Risk. Bank has received approval for migration
to ‘The Standardised Approach’ (TSA) for calculating Operational Risk
Capital Charge as a parallel run. However, Bank has been allowed
to maintain capital charge as per Basic Indicator Approach (BIA) for
regulatory purpose.

Capital charge for Operational Risk under Basic Indicator approach
is ¥7020.51 Million.

Interest Rate Risk in the Banking Book:

Interest Rate Risk in Banking Book (IRRBB) refers to potential adverse
financial impact on Bank’s Banking Book from changes in interest
rates. The assumptions regarding loan prepayments and behaviour
of non-maturity deposits are also taken care of. Interest rate risk is
measured and monitored through two approaches.

(i) Earnings at Risk: Impact on income (Earning Perspective) is
measured through use of Traditional Gap Analysis by applying
notional rate shock (parallel shift in interest rates across assets
and liabilities) upto 100 basis point (bps) for a period of one year.
(ii) Economic Value of Equity (Duration Gap Analysis): Bank
has adopted Duration Gap Analysis for assessing impact (as
a percentage) on economic value of equity (Economic Value
Perspective) in line with the method suggested by RBI.

Bank is participating in derivative market as a user to hedge risk of
underlying exposure of its own and that of its customers. Keeping
in view business composition of Bank, nature and mix of clients,
capital requirement as also risk appetite, Bank is dealing in following
derivative products:

= Currency futures
. Foreign Exchange Forward contracts and currency swaps.
. Interest Rate Swaps — OIS & IRS.

Bank at present is not undertaking transactions under Credit Default
Swaps and Currency options.

Measurement and management of various risks is ensured by setting
up various limits such as counter party limits, stop loss limits, Day light
Limits, Overnight limit, Stop Loss Limits and exposure limits etc. at
various levels. Utilization of such limits would be subject to guidelines
of Investment Management Policy and RBI/SEBI/Exchanges.

From exchange side, limits stipulated are (1) initial margin (2) mark to
market margins (3) open interest. Bank is complying with these limits.

In respect of currency futures transactions, Bank is maintaining
account with exchange approved Bank for purpose of clearing and
settlement of transactions and also maintains margin in the form of
cash/bank deposits/bank guarantees/ G-Sec or any other approved
securities.

Purpose of booking forward contracts is to hedge an exposure to
exchange risk in respect of transaction for which sale and/or purchase
of foreign exchange is permitted under FEMA 1999. Bank offers to
its customers, forward contract as a product for hedging their foreign
currency exchange risk.

Bank is doing IRS/FRA deals only with those counterparty banks
which have executed ISDA Master agreement/CSAs and for whom
Bank has set up counterparty exposure limits.

Bank has made requisite provision on credit exposure of derivative
contracts computed as per current exposure method & as per RBI
guidelines and Investment Management Policy.

. In accordance with RBI guidelines and in line with Bank’s
Investment Management Policy on investment classification and
valuation, Investments are classified on the date of purchase into
“Held for Trading” (HFT), “Available for Sale” (AFS) and “Held to
Maturity” (HTM) categories. Investments which Bank intends to

hold till maturity are classified as HTM securities.

Investments in equity of subsidiaries and joint ventures are
required to classify under HTM category in accordance with RBI
guidelines. These are held with a strategic objective to maintain
strategic relationships or for strategic business purposes.

Investments classified under HTM category are carried at their
acquisition cost and not marked to market. Any diminution,
other than temporary, in the value of equity investments is
provided for. Any loss on sale of investments in HTM category
is recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss. Any gain from
sale of investments under HTM category is recognised in the
Statement of Profit and Loss and is appropriated, net of taxes
and statutory reserve, to “Capital Reserve” in accordance with
the RBI Guidelines.

As per RBI guidelines, Bank is allowed to hold investments in
units of Venture Capital Fund (VCF) under Banking Book (HTM
category) for initial period of 3 years and valued at cost during
this period.

The Liquidity Coverage Ratio (LCR) aims to ensure that a bank has an
adequate stock of unencumbered High-Quality Liquid Assets (HQLA)
that can be converted into cash easily and immediately to meet its
liquidity needs for a 30 calendar day liquidity stress scenario.

The LCR is calculated by dividing the amount of High Quality Liquid
unencumbered Assets (HQLA) by the estimated net outflows over a
stressed 30 calendar day period. The net cash outflows are calculated
by applying RBI prescribed outflow factors to the various categories
of liabilities (deposits, unsecured and secured wholesale borrowings),
as well as to undrawn commitments and derivative-related exposures,
netted by inflows from assets maturing within 30 days.

Average LCR on a daily basis for the year ended 31t March 2018
is 216.96%, above RBI prescribed minimum requirement of 90.00%.

Basis of Preparation of Financial Statements:

1.1 The financial statements are prepared under the historical
cost conventions except as otherwise stated and conform
to the Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP)
which include statutory provisions, practices prevailing
within the Banking Industry in India, the regulatory/
Reserve Bank of India (“RBI”) guidelines, applicable
Accounting Standards/ Guidance Notes issued by the

Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAl).

1.2 Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements requires the
management to make estimates and assumptions
considered in the reported amount of assets and liabilities
(including contingent liabilities) as of the date of financial
statements and reported income and expenses for the
period under report. Management is of the view that the
estimates used in the preparation of financial statements
are prudent and reasonable. Future results could differ from
these estimates. Any revisions to the accounting estimates
shall be recognized prospectively unless otherwise stated.

1.3 The Consolidated Financial Statements have been
prepared in accordance with Accounting Standard 21
— “Consolidated Financial Statements” and Accounting
Standard 23 — “Accounting for Investments in Associates
in Consolidated Financial Statements”, issued by the

Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.

1.4 Revenue and costs are accounted for on accrual basis

except as stated in para 7.1 below.

1.5 The accounting policies with regard to Revenue
Recognition, Investments and Advances in relation to
Banking Business are in conformity with the prudential
norms issued by the Reserve Bank of India from time to

time.

Bank decides the category of each investment at the time of
acquisition and classifies the same accordingly. Shifting of
securities from one category to another, other than shifting /
transfer from HFT to AFS category, is done once in a year with
the approval of Board of Directors, at the least of acquisition
cost / book value / market value on the date of shifting. The
depreciation, if any, on such shifting is provided for and the book
value of the security is adjusted accordingly. The transfer of
securities from one category to another is made as per permission
from or guidelines of RBI. Transfer / shifting of investments
from HFT to AFS category will be executed under exceptional
circumstances, like not being able to sell the securities within
90 days due to tight liquidity conditions, or extreme volatility, or
market becoming unidirectional.

REPO / Reverse REPO

The Bank has adopted the Uniform Accounting Procedure
prescribed by the RBI for accounting of Market Repo and Reverse
Repo transactions. Repo and Reverse Repo transactions are
treated as Collateralized Borrowing / Lending Operations with
an agreement to repurchase on the agreed terms. Securities
sold under Repo are continued to be shown under investment
and securities purchased under Reverse Repo are not included
in investment. Outstanding Repo / Term Repo is disclosed
as borrowing and outstanding Reverse Repo is disclosed as
lending. Costs and revenues are accounted for as interest
expenditure / income, as the case may be.

Cost of investments is determined on the basis of Weighted
Average Price method.

Interest paid for broken period / interest received for broken
period at the time of purchase / sale of fixed income securities is
treated as revenue expenditure / income.

Brokerage / incentive received at the time of investment is
deducted from the amount of investment.

Valuation of investments
Held to Maturity:

i Securities under the category 'Held to Maturity' are valued
at weighted average cost. Wherever the cost of security is
higher than the face value, the premium is amortized over
the remaining period of maturity on straight line basis. In
case of investments, where the cost price is less than the
face value, the difference is ignored.

ii In case of investments in subsidiaries and joint ventures,
permanent diminution in value is recognized and provided
for; investment in RRB is valued at carrying cost.

i On sale of investments in this category (a) the net profit is
initially taken to profit and loss account and thereafter such
profit (net of applicable taxes and proportionate statutory
reserve) is appropriated to the ‘Capital Reserve account’
and (b) the net loss is charged to Profit & Loss Account.

Available for Sale:

The individual securities under this category are marked to
market on a quarterly basis. Central/State Government securities
are valued at market rates declared by Fixed Income Money
Market and Derivatives Association of India [FIMMDA]. Other
approved securities, Debentures and Bonds are valued as per
the yield curve; average credit spread rating and methodology
suggested by FIMMDA.

Classification of advances and provisions are made in
accordance with the prudential norms prescribed by RBI
from time to time.

Provision for performing assets, other than provision on
standard restructured advances, is shown under the head
“Other liabilities and provisions”.

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6.3 On computers, depreciation is provided at the rate of
33.33% on Straight Line Method so as to write down
the asset value in three years to rupee one as per RBI
guidelines. Computers include software, ATMs and UPS
also.

6.4 Depreciation is provided for full year in respect of assets
purchased during the year.

Impairment of Assets

Impairment losses if any, on fixed assets including revalued
assets are recognized in accordance with Accounting Standard
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28 - “Impairment of Assets” issued by Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India (ICAl) and charged to profit and loss
account.

Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets:

As per the Accounting Standard 29 -“Provisions, Contingent
Liabilities and Contingent Assets” issued by Institute of Chartered
Accountants of India (ICAl), the Bank recognizes provisions only
when it has a present obligation as a result of a past event and
it is probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic
benefits will be required to settle the obligation and when a
reliable estimate of the amount of the obligation can be made.

Contingent assets are not recognized in the financial statements
since this may result in the recognition of the income that may
never be realized.

Net Profit, Provisions and Contingencies:

The Net Profit disclosed is after making the Provisions and
Contingencies which include adjustment to the value of
investments, write off of bad debts, provision for taxation
(including deferred taxation), and provision for advances
including cases identified as fraud and contingencies /others.

Income tax:

The provision for tax for the year comprises liability towards
Current Income Tax and Deferred Tax. The deferred tax asset/
liability is recognized, subject to the consideration of prudence,
taking into account the timing differences between the taxable
income and accounting income, in terms of the Accounting
Standard 22 issued by Institute of Chartered Accountants of
India (ICAIl). The effect of change in tax rates on deferred tax
assets and liabilities is recognized in the profit and loss account
in the period of applicability of the change.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are measured using the tax
rates and tax laws that have been enacted or substantively
enacted by the balance sheet date.

Deferred tax assets are recognized only to the extent there is
reasonable certainly that the assets can be realized in future.
In cases of unabsorbed depreciation or carried forward loss
under taxation laws, all deferred tax assets are recognized only
if there is virtual certainty of realization of such assets supported
by convincing evidence. Deferred tax assets are reviewed at
each balance sheet date and appropriately adjusted to reflect
the amount that is reasonably/ virtually certain to be realized.

Interest income on refund of Income Tax is accounted for in the
year the order is passed by the concerned authority.

The demand raised by the Income Tax authorities including the
interest thereon is provided for when the demand is upheld in the
second appeal (i.e. by ITAT)

The tax expenses shown in the Consolidated Financial
Statements is the aggregate of the amounts of tax expenses
appearing in the separate financial statements of the parent &
subsidiary.

Earnings Per Share

Basic and Diluted earnings per equity share are reported in
accordance with the Accounting Standard (AS-20) “Earnings
Per Share” issued by ICAI. Basic Earnings per share is arrived
by dividing net profit after tax by the weighted average number
of equity shares outstanding for the period. The diluted earnings
per equity share are computed using the weighted average
number of equity shares and dilutive potential equity shares
outstanding during the period.

Diluted earnings per share reflects the potential dilution that
could occur in earnings per share if securities or other contracts
to issue equity share are exercised or converted during the
period.

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The Bank has classified the investment portfolio into three
categories i.e. “Held to Maturity”, “Available for Sale” and “Held
for Trading” and valued the investments in terms of the Reserve
Bank of India guidelines.

Report on Consolidated Financial Statements.

We have audited the accompanying Consolidated Financial
Statements of Bank of Maharashtra, its subsidiary and an as-
sociate (the Group), which comprise the consolidated Balance
Sheet as at 31st March 2018, the Consolidated Profit and Loss
Account and the Consolidated Cash Flow Statement for the
year ended and a summary of significant accounting policies
and other explanatory information.

Incorporated in these consolidated financial statements are
the: (a) audited accounts of the bank audited by 4(Four) Joint
Auditors which reflect total assets of Rs. 156328.75 crore
as at 31st March 2018, total revenue of Rs. 12602.46 crore,
loss of Rs.1145.65 crore and net cash inflows amounting to
Rs. (758.06) crore for the year ended; audited accounts of one
subsidiary, & unaudited accounts of one associate whose fi-
nancial statements reflects the group’s share in total assets of
Rs.156448.56 crore as at 31st March 2018, the group’s share in
the total revenue of Rs. 12636.16 crore, the group’s share in net
cash inflows amounting to Rs. (758.07) crore. The entities of the
group whose financial statements are included in the Consoli-
dated Financial Statements are listed in Schedule 17- Signifi-
cant Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts — which forms
part of the Consolidated Financial Statements of the Group.

We did not audit the financial statements of subsidiary whose
financial statement reflect total asset of Rs. 1564.12 lacs as on
31st March 2018, and net profit of Rs.76.58 lacs for the year
ended on that date, and associate whose financial statements
reflect the Group share of profit of Rs. 3285.43 lacs for the year
ended on that date as considered in consolidated financial
statements. These financial statements have been furnished to
us and our opinion is so far as it relates to the amounts included
in respect of the subsidiary and the associate is based solely on
the reports of the other auditors.
